He had read about how two young children suffocated
in a car on a hot summer day in southeast Washington,
DC. He realized that the children had nowhere to play;
so they climbed into an abandoned car. Having grown
up in a group home, Darell felt a kinship with these
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children. With a sense of injustice, his life's mission came into focus.

Hammond “turned a mission into a movement” by engaging people to join with him — and freely sharing tools and
expertise through online social networks to enable others to construct more than 1,600 do-it-yourself playgrounds.
